Our new reading series, Treasures , 
offers a wealth of on line literacy experi-

ences for our students. K -5 students have 

received log -in information to access their 

reading textbook on line. The students are 

able to listen to the story, highlight key 

words, and review vocabulary in the comfort of their home!  K -5 par-

ents and students can also visit the Macmillan website at http://

treasures.macmillanmh.com/florida/  to find enjoyable activities for 

students and resources for families to reinforce reading skills. There 

are activities in oral language, spelling, vocabulary, and research to 

accompany each story and information about the storyõs author and 

illustrator.  

Because ongoing assessment of student progress plays an im-

portant role in our instructional reading program, the new Florida As-

sessments for Instruction in Reading (FAIR) are being administered 

to all of our students. The 2009 assessments were developed by the 

Florida Center for Reading Research in collaboration with Just Read, 

Florida!
